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2．Attitude against “Green Procurement” as Communication Equipment Division of 
Muratec 
 

2-1 Purpose 
  Based on the basic policy, “Aiming at a company who keeps creating new

（1） Check points 

① Possession of ISO14001 certification or other equivalent certification from 
third parties. 

② Adoption of “Green Procurement”. 
③ In the process to be certified with ISO14001 certification or other 

equivalent certification from third parties, or, to act following 10 items 
positively, as the environmental protection activity. 
・To have the own environmental protection organization in the company. 
・To make sure of the position role and authority of the above organization 

in the company. 
・Involvement of the top executives to this organization. 
・Observance of the law, related to the environmental protection. 
・Raw material usage planning, with consciousness about the 

environment. 
・Improvement planning of the production process, with consciousness 

about the environment. 
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・Education planning to the employees about the environmental protection 
and its pursuing. 

・Understanding of Muratec’s environmental protection policy. 
・Action against the restricted hazardous substance and the quickness to 

respond against our corresponding activities and requests for the 
cooperation.（ Investigation about the goods to be supplied will be 
conducted separately.） 

・Promotion of manufacturing environmental friendly products. 
④ No punishment has been received from corresponding public officials 

about the environmental protection. 
（2） Criteria of supplier selection 

① Priority is given to procure goods and service from suppliers who is 
promoting environmental protection activity, in accordance with the 
above (1) Check points. 

②  Suppliers should reply the answer to the following “3. Investigation at 
the suppliers”.

 Not to contain the “Prohibited substance of use” in［Annex］Appendix 1 Survey 

Substance List.  (Note: Concerning the applications of substances which are 
exempted from the RoHS requirements, they are permitted.) 
 
3．Investigation at the suppliers 
 

3-1 Investigation contents 
  Investigation will be applied to the partners who are to supply parts, material, 
equipment and office commodity goods.  
  ＊ In the event that you are a trading firm or an agent, you can let the 
manufacturer fill in the investigation sheet or you can fill in the sheep by yourself, at 
your own responsibility.

  Attached Form1 (“Green Procurement Basic Information Survey” sheet) will 
be sent to you.  Please send it back to us by E-mail, after filling out the blanks.  
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3-3 Investigation schedule 
  Investigation will be conducted in regular basis and you are requested to give us 
the reply before the each due date. 
 

3-4  Confidential information 
We use the collected information only in Muratec group and do not disclose the 

confidential information to any third party. 
 
４．Usage of this guideline 
 
 Actual usage of the guideline will be as follows: 
（1） The guideline will be handed to the suppliers by the corresponding procuring 

department in charge. 
（2） In case of suppliers who are to start the business with us for the first time, the 

guideline will be handed by the corresponding procuring department in charge, 
no later than the date of business start. 

（3） The guideline will be handed to the suppliers each time, in case of any revisions 
would be made.
